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Методическая разработка. Рабочая программа курса внеурочной деятельности по английскому языку для обучающихся 7-8 класса
«Страноведение. Великобритания».

Пояснительная записка
Рабочая программа курса внеурочной деятельности «Страноведение» для учащихся 7-8 классов составлена на основе требований Федерального государственного образовательного стандарта основного общего образования (приказ Министерства просвещения Российской Федерации от 31.05.2021 №
287 «Об утверждении федерального государственного образовательного стандарта основного общего образования») с учётом Федеральной основной общеобразовательной программы основного общего образования (Приказ Министерства просвещения Российской Федерации от 18.05.2023 № 370 «Об утверждении федеральной образовательной программы основного общего образования»).
       Программа предназначена для обучающихся 7-8 класса для работы по углублению знаний лексического и грамматического материала по английскому языку, развитию социокультурной компетенции.
На уроках не хватает времени для знакомства с дополнительным материалом по страноведческой теме и отработки определенных грамматических навыков, которые часто включают в языковые конкурсы и олимпиады.  Элективный курс позволяет значительно улучшить качество знаний учащихся в страноведческом аспекте изучения английского языка.
Содержание курса тесно связано с такими предметами, как география, история, литература и музыка.
Направление программы - общеинтеллектуальное.     
      Программа составлена на один год обучения.
Цель программы:
       Создание условий для интеллектуального развития обучающихся и формирования их коммуникативных и социальных навыков посредством английского языка на базе материала страноведческого характера.
Задачи:
 I. Познавательный аспект.
· познакомить обучающихся с культурой страны изучаемого языка (музыка, история, литература, традиции, праздники и т.д.);
· способствовать более раннему приобщению обучающихся к новому для них языковому миру и осознанию ими иностранного языка как инструмента познания мира и средства общения;
· познакомить с менталитетом других народов в сравнении с родной  культурой;
· формировать некоторые универсальные лингвистические понятия, наблюдаемые в родном и иностранном языках;
· способствовать удовлетворению личных познавательных интересов.
II. Развивающий аспект.
· развивать мотивацию к дальнейшему овладению английским языком и культурой;
· развивать учебные умения и формировать у учащихся рациональные приемы овладения иностранным языком;
· формировать готовность к общению на иностранном языке;
· развивать технику речи, артикуляцию, интонации;
· познакомить с основами публичного выступления и умения держаться перед публикой
· развивать творческие способности у обучающихся.
III. Воспитательный аспект.
· способствовать воспитанию толерантности и уважения к другой культуре;
· приобщать к общечеловеческим ценностям;
· способствовать воспитанию личностных качеств (умение работать в сотрудничестве с другими; коммуникабельность, уважение к себе и другим, личная и взаимная ответственность);
· прививать навыки самостоятельной работы по дальнейшему овладению иностранным языком и культурой.
Общая характеристика курса
Актуальность разработки и создания данной программы обусловлена тем, что она позволяет устранить противоречия между требованиями программы и потребностями учащихся в дополнительном языковом материале и применении полученных знаний на практике; условиями работы в классно-урочной системе преподавания иностранного языка и потребностями учащихся реализовать свой творческий потенциал.
Программа способствует развитию речевых способностей школьников, что положительно сказывается на развитии речи учащихся на родном языке, в частности, умении слушать партнера, взаимодействовать с ним вербальными средствами, различать интонацию речевого партнера и моделировать собственную информацию в зависимости от цели высказывания, планировать элементарное монологическое высказывание. Помимо этого, изучение английского языка позволяет расширить словарный запас школьника на родном языке за счет так называемых интернациональных слов.
Формы проведения занятий
Игры, видеоуроки, презентации, настольные игры, проекты, творческая гостиная.
Описание места программы в учебном плане
Курс рассчитан на 34 учебных часа (1 час в неделю) в год в 7-8 классах. По окончании курса каждый обучающийся выбирает тему проекта и форму его защиты. Работа учащихся в ходе изучения курса оценивается с учетом их активности, качества подготовленных сообщений и выступлений, докладов и творческих проектов.
Планируемые результаты освоения курса.

· умению смыслового чтения, включая умение определять тему, прогнозировать содержание текста по заголовку/ключевым словам, выделять основную мысль, главные факты, устанавливать логическую последовательность основных фактов;

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated on the British Islesб to the north – west coast of Europe. The British Isles are separated from Europe by the Strait of Dover and the English Channel. The British Isles are washed by the North Sea in the east and the Atlantic Ocean in the west. The territory of Great Britain is divided into four parts: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. England is in the southern and central part of Great Britain. Scotland is in the north of the island. Wales is in the west. Northern Ireland is situated in the north-eastern part of Ireland.
The United Kingdom has an area of 244,000 square kilometres (94,249 square miles). The capital of the country is London. English is not the only language which people use in the UK. English is the official language. But some people speak Gaelic in western Scotland, Welsh — in parts of northern and central Wales.
    The flag of the United Kingdom, known as the Union Jack, is made up of three crosses. The upright red cross is the cross of St. George, the patron saint of England. The white diagonal cross is the cross of St. Andrew, the patron saint of Scotland. The red diagonal cross is the cross of St. Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland.
The population of Great Britain is about 60 million. The population lives mostly in towns and cities and their suburbs. Four out of every five people live in towns. Over 46 million people live in England. Over 3 million - in Wales. A little over 5 million - in Scotland. About 1.5 million- in Northern Ireland. London's population is over 7 million people. The British nation consists of the English, the Scots, the Welsh and the Irish. There are many people of all colours and races in the United Kingdom. The largest cities of the country are London, Birmingham, Liverpool, Manchester, Glasgow and Edinburgh.
The British Isles have many rivers but they are not very long. The longest of the English rivers is the Severn. It flows into the Irish Sea..
The Thames is over 200 miles long. It flows through the rich agricultural and industrial districts of the country. London, the capital of Great Britain, stands on it.

SCOTLAND.
     Although Scotland takes up one third of the territory of the British Isles, its population is not very big. It is the most northern part of the island of Great Britain and is not far away from the Arctic Circle. That's why it is not densely populated: its population is a little over 5 million people.
      Scotland is a land of romance and it has had a most eventful history. The Picts and Celts lived there before the coming of the Romans to Britain. Those Northern tribes worried the Romans so much that the Great Wall was built to protect the Roman camps in the Northern part of England.
      It was in the 11th century that the Normans began to settle in Scotland. Almost all of Scotland's history is associated with and reflected in many castles and forts that are to be seen all over the country. They are very picturesque, having retained their medieval features: stern, proud, impressive, perched high on a rock or at a hillside. Mary, Queen of Scots, the beautiful Mary Stuart was married in one of them, her son James (who was to become James I of England) was born in another.
           In 1603 King James VI of Scotland became King James I of England too, and from then onwards the countries were under the same monarch, though the Act of Union was not passed until 1707. This Act incorporated Scotland with England in the United Kingdom, but the Scots kept their own legal system, religion and administration, centred in Edinburgh.
Scotland is divided into three regions: the Highlands, which is the most northern and the most underpopulated area with a harsh climate, the Lowlands, which is the most industrial region, with about three quarters of the population, and the Southern Uplands, with hills, which border on England. The Highlands of Scotland are among the oldest mountains in the world. They reach their highest point in Ben Nevis (1343 m).
     Many valleys between the hills are filled with lakes, called lochs. The best-known is Loch Ness where some people think a large monster lives. The most important city here is Aberdeen which is the oil centre of Scotland. 
Most of the population of  Scotland is concentrated in the Lowlands. Here, on the Clyde, is Glasgow, Scotland's biggest city. Shipbuilding is one of its most important industries, other industries are iron and steel, heavy and light engineering and coal-mining. 
Scotland had been an independent state and was joined into the UK in 1707, after a long struggle for its independence. One of the things that people associate with Scotland is the kilt. It is worn only by men. The kilt is a relic of the time when the clan system existed in the Highlands. Everybody in the clan had the same family name, like Mac Donald or MacGregor (Mac means ‘son of’). The clan had its own territory and was ruled by a chieftain. Each clan had its own tartan. The national dress for Scotsmen includes a kilt in the tartan cloth of his clan and the sporran, a pouch worn in front of the kilt. It also has its own typical musical instruments (the pipes, sometimes called «the bagpipes»), its own national form of dancing, its own songs, language, traditions and education. Scotland has even its own national drink, a fact so widely known that one need only ask for «Scotch».
When people think of Scottish food they often think of haggis, a type of sausage made from parts of a sheep. However, Scotland is also known for its variety of seafood such as lobster and oysters, fish such as salmon and trout, and beef.
        Blue is a colour which is often associated with Scotland. The Scottish flag is blue with a white X-shaped cross called the St Andrew’s cross. St Andrew is the patron saint of Scotland and his day is celebrated on 30 November. On this day, everywhere you go in Scotland you will see tartan, kilts and bagpipes. Also, look out for the national animal, the unicorn, and the thistle, the purple flower of Scotland.
There are three languages in Scotland. Most people speak English and Scots. Scots is spoken by young and old people in cities and rural areas and sometimes people mix Scots and English. Some words in Scots are the same as in English and some are different. Look at these sentences. Can you see the difference?

WALES.
       Another country of the United Kingdom Great Britain and Northern Ireland is Wales. It became part of England in 1536 by the Act of Union. 
       The Welsh call their country Cymru, and themselves they call Cymru, a word which has the same root as 'comrader' (friend, or comrade). The population of Wales is over 3 million people. About 75 per cent of the people of Wales live in towns and urban districts. South Wales has a rich tradition of struggle for more jobs and better working conditions in mines. 
Wales is a land of mountains and valleys. It is a highland country of old, hard rocks. North Wales is a country of mountains and deep valleys. South Wales is a land of high hills and wide valleys. The pride of Wales in scenery is Snowdonia, a region of high mountains. Snowdon is the highest mountain in the Snowdonia National Park in Wales. It is a favourite holiday and hiking spot for the Welsh and English. 
Except for coal, mineral resources are limited, and include gold, silver, lead and copper. South Wales is more developed: coal-mining, steel production, electronics, electrical engineering can be found here.
The capital of Wales is Cardiff, the largest city of Wales. Cardiff is situated near the mouth of the Taff River. It is an important industrial city and a port. It is also an administrative and educational centre. The second largest city in Wales is Swansea where mainly steel production can be found. Since World War II there has been intensive development in the metals industries especially in the south and southeast.
     The Welsh people are fond of folk music, singing, poetry and drama. Welsh literature is one of the oldest in Europe. There are many choirs in Wales, the standard of singing is high. Every year Eisteddfod festival gathers bards. It had occasionally been held in the 15th, 16th and 17th centuries. Now Eisteddfod is a festival of Welsh culture. It includes competitions in prose, poetry and singing.  Wales has its own flag called the Welsh dragon.
The people take great pride in the Welsh language. It is taught in schools and has its television and radio stations. This sign on the border between Wales and England welcomes the visitor. “Croeso y Cymru”, it says, “Welcome to Wales”. But Welsh people speak English too!

Lesson 6. Северная Ирландия. Белфаст

Northern Ireland is one of the four countries in the United Kingdom, with England, Scotland and Wales. It is to the north of the Republic of Ireland, on an island next to Great Britain. Around 1.9 million people live in Northern Ireland, which is about three per cent of the population of the UK. The capital city is Belfast. Another name for Northern Ireland is ‘Ulster’ or ‘The Six Counties’ because it is made up of six regions or counties. In Northern Ireland you can find beautiful beaches, forests and mountains. You can visit the Giant’s Causeway, a UNESCO World Heritage Site: here, about 40,000 columns were formed after a volcanic eruption. Most of them are hexagonal and some of them are 12m tall. Films and TV series such as Dracula Untold and Game of Thrones are filmed in Northern Ireland. Northern Ireland was a place of conflict between people who wanted to be part of the Republic of Ireland, people who wanted to be part of the UK and people who wanted Northern Ireland to be a separate country. In the 1990s there was an important peace process and the violence and conflict stopped. The Northern Ireland Assembly and the UK Parliament decide on the laws in Northern Ireland.
Language
Nearly everyone in Northern Ireland speaks English. A small number of people speak Irish Gaelic, an old Celtic language which is very different from English. The other regional language is Ulster Scots, a variation of English which is spoken in Northern Ireland and is similar to Scots spoken in Scotland.
Music
You can hear all types of music in Northern Ireland including traditional Irish music, jazz, rock or pop. In summer Belfast has music festivals like Belsonic and Belfast Vital. Many international artists play at these festivals, including bands from Northern Ireland like Snow Patrol, Ash and Two Door Cinema Club.
Sport
Northern Ireland is a popular place to go walking or do outdoor activities such as mountain biking, coasteering (climbing up rocks and jumping into the sea) or zorbing (rolling down a hill in a giant PVC ball). Football, rugby, cricket, hurling (a sport similar to hockey) and Gaelic football are all popular. Gaelic football is similar to rugby because players can touch and kick the ball. For most sports, Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland join together in the same team when they play in international competitions. However, football is different and Northern Ireland has its own national team and football league. Some players from Northern Ireland play for teams in the English or Scottish leagues.
Food
The best-known dish from Northern Ireland is the Ulster Fry, which is bacon, eggs, sausages and soda bread. Some versions include tomatoes, mushrooms or baked beans. It’s called the Ulster Fry because everything is fried in a pan. It is also eaten with Irish potato bread.
Symbols
St Patrick is the patron saint of Ireland and Northern Ireland. St Patrick’s Day, on 17 March, is a very important celebration in both Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland with parades, concerts, music and dancing. Another important symbol is the shamrock, a green plant with three leaves. It is the symbol of the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland.

Belfast
The Street Art Harbor
For long, Belfast (Gaelic for river mouth) was a forgotten city on the tourist map of the United Kingdom (UK). Located in Northern Ireland far away from London, this increasingly popular destination will surprise you with its art, waterfronts, diversity and the stunning nature. Influenced by both Ireland and Britain, Belfast enchants every single visitor.
A Brief History of Belfast
Humans have been living in the site of Belfast for more than 5,000 years. With industrialization, important tobacco and shipbuilding industries started developing in the city. The importance of Belfast grew only in the late 19th century, when Queen Victoria granted it city status. When the island of Ireland was partitioned in 1920, Belfast, as the capital city of Northern Ireland, remained in the United Kingdom. This caused a long conflict (the Troubles) in Northern Ireland, during which the Republicans, in favor of a united Ireland, and the Loyalists, in favor of the British crown, fought until 1998.
Today, Belfast is the student capital of Northern Ireland with relatively low costs of living for the UK standards.
The Queen's University and the Botanic Gardens
The main central building of the Queen's University in Belfast will leave you astonished with its red Victorian-style exterior. This university is not one of the oldest in the UK, but it certainly is one of the most beautiful ones. From the campus, you can enter the Botanical Gardens, the locals' favorite green space in the city. Among other things, the garden is famous for its Tropical Ravine, where visitors can observe a variety of tropical animals and plants.
The Street Art of Belfast
Many tourists visit Belfast primarily because of its street art. On the one hand, there are over 300 murals, paintings on walls, which often convey political messages. This type of art was embraced as a form of expression during the Troubles. On the other hand, modern street artists gather in Belfast each year to produce new attractive paintings on city buildings. The themes vary, so the paintings can depict anything – from a famous person to a mythical creature. As they are sometimes as tall as the building they are on, these paintings are really hard to miss.
Titanic Quarter
Not many people know that the famous ship which tragically sank in 1912, Titanic, was actually built at the docks of Belfast. Titanic slipways, the place where Titanic first touched the water, have been reconstructed and now serve as a venue for cultural events. In the area, known as the Titanic Quarter, you will also be able to take a boat tour to see where Titanic was built, or to pick a meal from the Titanic menu.
St George's Market
Although the building that currently hosts St George's Market was built in 1896, there has been a regular Friday market on this particular site since 1604. Considering its history, the market is one of the oldest and most visited attractions in Belfast. Placed inside a glorious Victorian building, the market offers a variety of produce: Irish crafts, freshly made Irish stew, and local wool products. Going to this market after the traditional St. Patrick's Day Parade for some live music is a must.
Other Northern Irish beauties
Belfast and its surroundings are one of the regular filming locations for the hit Game of Thrones series. You can hop on a tour bus in the center of Belfast, and see where the hotspots such as the Castle Black and Dragonstone came into being.
The North-East coast of Northern Ireland is the United Kingdom's true gem. Giant's Causeway, a mysterious geological formation, is only an hour away from Belfast. This coastal landscape lies on the waves of the Atlantic Ocean, and is believed to have been formed by a giant called Finn McCool.
If you are feeling adventurous, you can take a walk down the coastal path from Giant's Causeway to Carrick-a-Rede Rope Bridge, which was used by salmon fisherman for hundreds of years. In case you are discouraged by strong winds from the Atlantic, the Rope Bridge area is also accessible by car or bus.
